The survey should take approximately 15 -20 minutes of
your time to complete and is for anyone working with
children/young people who may require additional
support or SEND support, as well as children/young
people with Educational Health Care Plans.

 The advisory teachers support the identification and inclusion of
children and young people who have cognition and learning
difficulties. This includes, for example, literacy, numeracy, memory and
executive functioning difficulties. They aim to support schools by
offering evidence-based advice and training in order to remove barriers
to learning and to support children and young people’s progress
across the curriculum.
